Election to the Texas Tennis Hall of Fame

(Revised February 2007)

I. INDUCTEE GUIDELINES

A. Eligibility and Qualifications

1. Candidates from the entire state of Texas shall be eligible for inclusion in the Texas Tennis Hall of Fame.

2. Candidates must have lived in Texas for at least ten years.

3. At least ten years must have passed since the candidate’s first distinction involving tennis, with priority to those who date back the farthest.

4. Those men and women who have made the most outstanding contributions to tennis in Texas, either as a player or a non-player.

B. Selection Criteria

1. Priority shall go to the candidates who, as a player or non-player, have put the most back into the statewide tennis programs of Texas.

2. Accomplishments as a player and/or non-player.

3. Contributor to the development of the game.

a. Creating and working with tennis programs.

b. Helping to finance worthwhile tennis projects.

C. Selection Consideration  

1. Priority shall go to the oldest candidate when other credentials are equal.

2. Inductees should represent a cross-section of areas, cities, towns and schools.

3. Years involved in tennis.

4. Residency in Texas.

a. First priority - native Texans who have spent all or most of their time in Texas and helped develop tennis in Texas.

b. Second priority - not born in Texas, but have spent most of their life in Texas and helped develop tennis in Texas.

c. Third priority - native Texans, but have spent most of their time living out of state, but helped develop tennis in Texas.
d. Fourth priority - not born in Texas and have spent most of their years living outside the state, but have lived in Texas at least ten years and contributed to the betterment of tennis in Texas.

II.  
Procedures for Election

       A.  Nomination Forms with resumes may be submitted by any person and must be 
received by the Texas Tennis Museum and Hall of  Fame on or before August 1st of 
each year.

      B. The officers and members of the following organizations are encouraged to take 

action as a body to seek out people who are qualified to be placed in nomination:

1. USTA Texas Section

2. USPTA Texas Division

3. Texas Tennis Coaches Association

4. Community Tennis Associations and other member organization of the USTA Texas Section.

C.  Selection to the Hall of Fame shall be voted on by a committee as named by the Museum and Hall of Fame Committee of the USTA Texas Section.  The Selection Committee shall be composed of the following:

1. The chairperson of the Museum and Hall of Fame Committee of the USTA Texas Section shall serve as the chairperson of the Selection Committee.

2. Four living members of the Hall of Fame, as appointed by the Selection Committee Chairperson, subject to approval of the Museum and Hall of Fame Committee. 

3.   President or designate of the USPTA Texas Division.

4. A Past President of the USTA TX Section, as delegated by the current President.
5. President or designate of the Texas Tennis Coaches Association.

6. Up to seven (7) members of the sports media covering tennis in Texas
(Newspaper, TV, Radio).  These members shall be appointed by the Committee Chairperson.

NOTE: Attendance - Members of the Selection Committee must attend at least
one nomination meeting every five years to remain eligible.  The Selection
Committee will meet at the Texas Sports Hall of Fame in Waco during August 
every year.
D. Unless otherwise voted by the Museum and Hall of Fame Committee, there shall be no more than five inductees each year.  

E. An Inductee may be an 1) Individual, 2) Doubles Team, 3) Couple or 4) Immediate Family members  

F. If a person is elected to the Hall of Fame and is in good health, but is unable to be present for their induction, their induction shall be held over for the next year.  The next person in line on the voting will then be inducted in their place.
G. Three years after receiving a nomination, if a nominee is not selected, that person must be re-nominated in order to receive consideration for induction.
